Mapping Catchments

Drawing Catchment Area

Using Campaign Targeter, you can create a catchment of any size and shape by simply drawing it on
the map.
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Select the “Where” tab.
Select “Draw Catchment Area” from the catchment method drop-down list.

Find the desired location for your catchment area by moving and zooming the map or using the
search field provided.

4. Draw your desired catchment shape by plotting the points of its boundary. Complete the shape
by double-clicking the last point or by reselecting the starting point to close the shape.
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You can draw multiple catchments using this method.

5. Choose your campaign preferences and select “Map It” to preview your campaign delivery.

Note: Select “Map It” every time campaign preferences are changed to refresh delivery counts and
indicative costs.
